Your primary responsibility as a chaperone is to ASSIST THE MENTOR with:
Ensuring the SAFETY of the team, and
Helping foster a COOPERATIVE TEAM.

CHAPERONES MUST:
Be physically able to participate in all activities;
Be a positive role model;
Be an active part of the field team;
Allow the mentor to be the primary guide;
Allow the mentor to be the primary care giver in an emergency situation;

CHAPERONES MUST REFRAIN FROM:
Using tobacco products;
Using electronic devices (like cell phones) unless absolutely necessary;
Being alone with a participant;
Interfering with student learning;
Physically handling a participant, unless the participant poses an imminent
threat to the safety of him/herself or others;
Administering any medications to children other then your own;
Treating your family member different from other participants.
